Government Agencies 
Presidential Management Fellowship Program, www.pmf.opm.gov.  This selective 
program is a great entry point into policy-making positions. Fellows are chosen in an all-
day interview process and then are appointed to two year appointments. These 
appointments can be converted to either career or permanent, excepted service jobs at 
the end of the fellowship.  Only those who are currently enrolled in graduate or 
professional school may apply, and candidates must be nominated by their academic 
institutions. 
 
Government Honors & Internship Handbook, University of Arizona Law School

The federal government generally hires entry-level attorneys through government honors 
programs. This Handbook lists these programs, as well as state and local  honors 
programs, and summer internships. Available by subscription at a very reasonable cost; 
most law schools subscribe for their students and alumni.  

 
Office of Personnel Management, www.usajobs.opm.gov 
The federal government’s official one-stop source for federal jobs (permanent and 
internships) and employment information.  Searchable by position, salary, and 
geographic location.  Updated every business day.  Can create an “agent” to email 
particular kinds of opportunities as soon as they are posted. Note: when searching for 
federal jobs, you should also check the agency site, as not every job makes it into
